The banks will be strategically 
displayed at participating local businesses to collect 
donations which will help fund college scholar-
ships and other needs for youth in Boulder County 
transitioning out of foster care.  Over $600 was 
raised to support Realities for Children thanks to 
the generosity of all the participants.  

“This was a unique event,” said Sydney Bergen, 
Business Development Director for Realities for 
Children.  Sydney said this was the frst time a fun-
draising event was created around the decorating 
of the banks.  “It took our Pigs for Kids (campaign) 
to the next level.

Realities for Children Boulder County is a non-
proft agency providing support to at-risk, abused 
and neglected youth in Boulder County.  Executive 
Director Eric Schulz pointed out that because of 
the unique way his organization collaborates with 
the business community, 100% of all the donations 
from this event and other fundraising events go 

directly to the kids.  “We partner with local businesses ofering them market-
ing and promotional packages in exchange for membership.  We also partner 
with other charities.  We’re all about collaboration and community.” 

Andrea Balazs, Community and Public Relations Director for Premier Mem-
bers Credit Union, said PMCU is a proud member of Realities for Children. 
Andrea, who founded PMCU’s Charitable Giving Program, said their employ-
ees overwhelmingly voted on partnering with Realities for Children over 
a year ago because they really believe in what they do.  “We have strong 
connections with schools and youth in the area and we want to do our part.” 
Andrea said this event exceeded her expectations.  “We’re so happy so many 
people came out to participate.
